 Just Drop the Blanket:  

The Moment You Never Noticed in  

A Charlie Brown Christmas

[…] I am a fan of all things nostalgic and all things 
Christmas, and so when the two are combined I am 
hooked, and the Charlie Brown Christmas special 
falls squarely into that category. 
 
I was in the first grade back when they still per-
formed Christmas pageants in schools (less than 50 
years, but still a very long time ago), and our class 
performed a version of the Charlie Brown Christmas. 
Since I was kind of a bookworm and already had a 
blue blanket, I was chosen to play the part of Linus. 
As Linus, I memorized Luke 2:8-14, and that Scrip-
ture has been hidden in my heart ever since. 
 
But while working so diligently to learn those lines, 
there is one important thing I didn’t notice then, and 
didn’t notice until now. 
 
Right in the middle of speaking, Linus drops the 
blanket. 
 
Charlie Brown is best known for his uniquely striped 
shirt, and Linus is most associated with his ever-
present security blanket. Throughout the story of 
Peanuts, Lucy, Snoopy, Sally and others all work to 
no avail to separate Linus from his blanket. And even 
though his security blanket remains a major source 
of ridicule for the otherwise mature and thoughtful 
Linus, he simply refuses to give it up. 
 
Until this moment.  When he simply drops it. 
 
In that climactic scene when Linus shares "what 
Christmas is all about," he drops his security blanket, 
and I am now convinced that this is intentional. 
Most telling is the specific moment he drops it: when 
he utters the words, "fear not" (at :39 seconds). 
 
Looking at it now, it is pretty clear what Charles 
Schultz was saying, and it's so simple it's brilliant. 
 
The birth of Jesus separates us from our fears. 
 
The birth of Jesus frees us from the habits we are 
unable (or unwilling) to break ourselves. 
 
The birth of Jesus allows us to simply drop the false 
security we have been grasping so tightly and learn 
to trust and cling to Him instead. 
 
[This world] can be a scary place, and most of us find 
ourselves grasping to something temporal for securi-
ty, whatever that thing may be. Essentially, [this] is a 
world in which it is very difficult for us to "fear not." 
 
But in the midst of fear and insecurity, this simple 
cartoon image from 1965 continues to live on as an 
inspiration for us to seek true peace and true 
security in the one place it has always been and 
can always still be found. 3 

One of the joys of the Christmas sea-
son when I was growing up was the 
many animated specials made 
for TV, that brought to the small 
screen various stories, traditions and 
cultural reflections surrounding the 
Yuletide season. In many of the spe-
cials a story would be told surround-
ing a particular character or event of 
the Christmas season. Some exam-
ples include, “A Charlie Brown 
Christmas” (1965), “How the Grinch 
Stole Christmas” (1966), and “The 
Year Without a Santa Claus” (1974), 
just to name a few of the more popu-
lar specials.   
 
“Rudolph the Red Nose Rein-
deer” (1964), turned into a popular 
classic. The Rudolph special popular-
ized its animation style and sparked 
several spinoffs including the movie 
"Elf" (2003). Rudolph's special ran 
every Christmas season and contin-
ues currently.  
 
The slightly less popular “The Little 
Drummer Boy” (1968), another Ran-
kin Bass Christmas special also made 
for television, sits in contrast to vir-
tually all the other Christmas spe-
cials of today. How is it contrasted 
from all the other specials? It actual-
ly retains the original Christmas sto-
ry while ingeniously integrating A 
new telling of the Christmas story 
from the perspective of a little drum-
mer boy who encounters Christ. Yes, 
it dares to keep "Christ" in Christ-
mas. 
 
The “Little Drummer Boy” tells the 
story of Aaron, a young boy who los-
es his parents when their home is 
ravaged by marauders. This embit-
ters the boy towards all humanity. 
He and his surviving animal com-
panions make their way through the 
desert. This begins the adventure 

and profound experience of the true 
Christmas mystery. 
 
 Aaron, now on a journey, is con-
fronted and kidnapped by a desert 
caravan showman named Ben 
Haramed and his comedic sidekick 
Ali. The little drummer boy is then 
forced to perform as a player with his 
drum in Ben Haramed’s  
 
show company. Aaron hates all peo-
ple, especially as seen in the faces of 
his audience, which he holds respon-
sible for the loss of his parents. After 
playing in Jerusalem the show cara-
van finds itself expelled from the 
cities playing venue after Aaron dis-
plays a flash of rage and is once again 
resorted to the desert. 
 
The show caravan then crosses paths 
with a royal caravan of three kings 
(the three Wiseman), who are fol-
lowing the star of Bethlehem. It is in 
this encounter that Aaron’s heart is 
changed as he follows the Wiseman 
to their destination. 
 
At only 25 minutes runtime, this ear-
ly entry in a series of Christmas spe-
cials by Rankin and Bass film pro-
ductions, covers some excellent 
themes and lessons to be learned 
for children and adults alike. 
 
One example is when the three wise-
man are following the star of Bethle-
hem the narrator points out that 
neither Ben Haramed or Aaron can 
recognize the beauty and signifi-
cance of the star. One due to a heart 
filled greed and the other a heart 
hardened by hatred. For many today 
these can be the same robbers of true 
Christmas joy. But only as we refuse 
to see his star and follow it.

MEDITACIÓN EVANGÉLICO

El Himno Litúrgico del Tiempo de Adviento es una oración her-
mosa que nos ayuda durante la semana a esperar al Mesías. "Ya la tierra reclama 
su fruto y de bodas se anuncia alegría, el Señor que en los cielos moraba se hizo 
carne en la Virgen Maria." ¿Está tu corazón listo para recibir al Señor? 
 
VIVIR LA LITURGIA  
Hay ocasiones en las que la vida es injusta. Tristemente, las injusticias típicamen-
te ocurren a través de nuestras propias manos. Los sistemas del mundo -- 
económico, político y del medio ambiente -- no siempre sirven los mejores inter-
eses de las personas. Nosotros creamos situaciones que benefician solamente a 
algunos cuantos afortunados y reducen la calidad de vida para muchos otros.

走過，面如菜色。若望連忙把自己的食物送給那乞丐。回到食堂，盆子裡的食物還是堆得滿滿的，一

點也沒有缺少。為了紀念這靈蹟，克拉科大學每天提出一份食物送給貧人吃。 

 
過了一個時期，若望調任堂區司鐸，擔任管理教友和講道的職務。最初成績平平，若望毫不灰心，加

緊努力。數年後，若望調回克拉科大學執教，臨行時，教友依依不捨，送他上道，一路上唉聲嘆氣。 

 
若望回到克拉科大學，擔任神學教授，聲譽日隆，後來該大學每年舉行畢業禮，授予博士學位時，主

席將若望當年所穿的博士禮服穿在新畢業的學員身上。 

 
若望把全部家產捐出，興辦慈善事業，救濟貧民。他夜間睡在地板上，終年不食肉，步行到羅馬去，

若望顯了許多靈蹟。他病重的消息一傳出，全城的人都非常震動，表示無限悲痛。聖若望於主曆一四

St. John of Kanty (December 23) 
 
John Cantius was born in 1397 at Kęty, a small town near Oświęcim, Poland. One day, when he was eating at the cafeteria of the 
University of Krakow, he saw a poor man walking through with a pale face. John immediately gave his food to the man. When he 
returned to the cafeteria, there are still a lot of foods left. To commemorate this miracle, the University of Krakow distributed foods to 
the poor every day. 
 
After a while, John was appointed as the priest of the parish and served as a teacher and preacher. His performance was not satisfac-
tory initially, but he was not discouraged and worked hard. A few years later, he was transferred back to the University of Krakow to 
teach. When he was leaving, the parishioners missed him very much. 
 
John returned to the University of Krakow to be a professor of theology, and his reputation is building up. Later, when the university 
holds a graduation ceremony every year for the doctoral degree, the chairman will wear the doctoral gown that John wore. 
 
John donated his entire asset for the charity of the poor. He slept on the floor at night, didn't eat meat the whole year, walked to 
Rome, and carried his own luggage. 
 
John performed many miracles. When the news of his illness came out, the people in the city were very shocked and full of sorrow. 
He died on 24 December 1473. He was canonized in Rome by Pope Clement X in 1676 and named patron of Poland.
